MOTION TO ALTER OR AMEND JUDGMENT 

RE MOTION FOR MEDIA ACCESS

===============================================================

Defendant-appellant John Lee, pro se, executive producer of Pirate News TV (“Pirate News”), hereby files this timely brief, affidavit and exhibits in support of motion for Media Access to courtroom, with or without media access by media pool, or, in the alternative, Motion to Alter or amend Judgment, per TRCP Rule 54.02, TRCP Rule 59.04, Rule 60.02, Tennessee Supreme Court Rule 30, Tennessee Constitution, United States Constitution Fourteenth Amendment, and TREvid Rule 202(a).

HISTORY OF THE CASE

Four previous judges in this case have signed orders granting media access for television broadcast to Pirate News TV, or granted verbal permission: Judge Richard Baumgardner in Knox County Criminal Court; Judge Tony Stansberry in Knox County General Sessions Court; Judge John Rosson and a judge unknown to the court administrator in Knoxville Municipal Court. Pirate News TV broadcast those entire hearings unedited and uncensored, to 110,000 homes in Knox County and worldwide via the internet, for informational and educational use of the public, law students and lawyers.

Pirate News TV is an independent weekly news broadcast on Community Television of Knoxville, on Charter Channel 6 and Comcast Channel 12, for over two years. Pirate News also produces TV news video and political advertisements for local broadcast stations, which appeared on WBIR TV and other stations for the past 14 years. Pirate News Productions broadcasts original programming of local, national and international news and interviews, college sporting events, music concerts, governmental issues and legal topics, such as full-length unedited hearings from inside courtrooms across Tennessee, and specializes in topics regarding government corruption, and travels across USA to videotape such events. Pirate News Productions also produces documentary DVDs for retail sale, and freelance videography for other video producers. Pirate News has won two awards in Hollywood, California for production of music videos, which were broadcast by Pirate News TV in Knox County. Pirate News is also featured monthly on History Channel, and was featured on Asahi TV in Japan. Approximately 3-million videos produced by Pirate News have been viewed online, with up to 10,000 views per day of websites produced by Pirate News. National television shows like Inside Edition use Pirate News’ websites for research into “how political corruption works”. National TV hosts, Hollywood stars and syndicated radio hosts like Alex Jones recommend Pirate News’ websites to their audience. John Lee also produces websites for two authors featured on History Channel. John Lee won a $10,000 award for “Best Collegiate Website” while attending Pellissippi State Technical Community College, and assisted in teaching a class at Pellissippi on website design. John Lee spends between 40 hours per week to 100 hours per week producing Pirate News TV and its news websites, 52 weeks per year, as his sole endeavor, as a service to the community. During a homework assignment for a journalism class at Pellissippi State Technical Community College, John Lee interviewed presidential candidate Ralph Nader, that was published by The Southerner e-zine. News articles written by, photographed by, or featuring John Lee have been published in magazines and newspapers around the world, including Autosport in England, Autosprint in Italy, Knoxville News Sentinel, Knoxville Journal, newspapers in England and USA, and broadcast on WBCR radio in Tennessee, and BBC Radio in England. John Lee formerly was a professional motorsports competitor and team owner in England, who appeared weekly on TV broadcasts in Britain and Europe for many years. John Lee is a U.S. Air Force veteran, tasked with the job of loading nuclear weapons on supersonic bombers targeted at Western Europe, and performing controlled demolitions of active U.S. military bases using explosive demolition of nuclear bombs. Mr. Lee’s wife is retired USAF and Tennessee Army National Guard, who was offered a job at the Pentagon to work directly for Secretary of Defense Richard Cheney after Desert Storm (for investigative skills uncovering billions of dollars in Fraud, Waste & Abuse of taxpayer funds). An award-winning music video directed by Pirate News is currently banned by the U.S. military commander at Camp X-Ray in Guantanamo Bay, in Communist Cuba, during Support The Troops Tours.

As a sole proprietorship managed by John Lee, Pirate News Productions does not require a licensed attorney as counsel during court proceedings.

Community Television of Knoxville Foundation (“CTV”) is a public access channel, contracted to broadcast exclusive live and delayed coverage of government meetings, such as city council, county commission, beer board, Equal Time speeches by political candidates, etc, in Knox County, Tennessee. CTV provides professional TV studios for use by local residents, and provides training for local residents in using professional video editing equipment. CTV Foundation is funded by franchise tax paid to City of Knoxville Municipal Corporation and Knox County Municipal Corporation by all cable TV corporations doing business in Knox County. CTV Board of Knox County oversees the CTV station operations. CTV provides live worldwide broadcast of Pirate News and all other shows via the internet, a service not provided by any other TV station in Knoxville. Employees of CTV claim that they are higher paid than any other TV news station in Knoxville. CTV was formerly located in the Andrew Johnson Hotel, a government-owned building, and recently moved to a new location downtown on State Street. CTV’s giant microwave broadcast dish system is still located on top of the Andrew Johnson Hotel, overlooking the City County Building on Gay Street.

In January 2009, Pirate News producer John Lee applied for appointment on CTV Board, after Knox County commissioner Mark Harmon was forced to resign, as condition for remaining on county commission. CTV Board member Steve Hall may yet be forced to resign for the same reason, as condition for remaining on city council. Both Mark Harmon and Steve Hall have weekly CTV shows, as does Judge Bill Swann from Knox County Family Court (co-hosted with WATE TV anchorman Gene Patterson, titled “Orders of Protection”). 

Petitioner seeks judicial notice of these facts per Tennessee Rules of Evidence Rule 201(d).

MEDIA ACCESS HEARING

A pre-trial unscheduled hearing was held regarding media access in the case of State v. Clark, on July 1, 2009, immediately prior to a motion hearing for State v. Clark. 

Assistant district attorney Zane Scarlet verbally argued mistaken “facts”, and by his own admission became a witness in this case (subject to recusal) via unsworn “testimony” of facts not in evidence, but provided no written objection to media access by Pirate News TV, and provided no written notice to Pirate News of any objection. Mr. Scarlett failed to meet the burden of proof supported by substantial evidence required by Rule 30(D)(1) and (2) in Tennessee Supreme Court Rules regarding Discretion of Presiding Judge to decide media access. “Embarrassment to the prosecution” is not legitimate grounds to deny media access.

Counsel for Mr. Clark, Ronald Newcomb, attested regarding the defendant having no objection to media access. 

Pirate News had originally supplied a written proposed order approving or denying media access, with demand for finding of facts and conclusions of law, attached to the original media request form.

During that 12 minute hearing, Judge Liebowitz said that a written order with mandatory findings of fact and conclusions of law was to be written, signed and filed at a later unspecified date, presumably before trial in five weeks.
Judge Liebowitz: “I’ve gotta tell you something, Mr. Newcomb, that I’ve been joking with the lawyers about it all for a week now. I had occasion to have to attend a funeral in Arizona [] and unfortunately I got flashed by a light on the interstate there. They arrest, uh, they charge about a thousand people a week there. They’re making quite a fortune on those little flashing lights. I just wanted to let you know that I’ve had that experience.

Mr. Newcomb: “We see no conflict with the court.”

Judge: “I didn’t think so. We’ve also been given notice by Channel 10 News to be present in Mr. Clark’s matter.

Judge: I’ve also been given a request again by Mr. Lee. And I need to talk about Mr Lee’s matter if we could do that. Do any of you have a problem with that?

He’s here as I understand it as some kind of news media.

Judge: That’s the problem that I’m dealing with. As I’ve tried to figure that one out [] and the General []

Mr Scarlett:

Judge: He’s filed a media request form. I have to go back and look at the ruling [] I don’t know if Mr lee has something to say about it too.

Scarlett: Ive tried to reconstruct []. When this case was in Division 1, transferred to this court. We met for discovery purposes in Division 2 courtroom, which was closed. He met with Defense[] and we used that courtroom. [] that was closed and not an open court rpoceeding. Your Honor ruled that he was not 

My conversation with Mr. Lee, I guess that makes me a witness. He told me he was not media, that he had been hired by Mr. Clark.

Mr. Newcomb: “We are supportive of Mr. Lee in his media capacity. We don’t have any object to it.”

Mr. Lee: “You’re Honor, I am not hired by Mr. Clark to be here. I’m an independent news reporter. I’m working with some national media, to perhaps cover this event. 

Judge Liebowitz: “Who granted you that Press Credential there?”

Mr. Lee: “I did, Your Honor. It keeps the police officers happy. It’s not fun being threatened with arrest every time I try to shoot video in a public place.”

Judge: “It’s my understanding that you are an independent indivual who puts video on the community channel, is that right?”

Mr. Lee: “Yes, Your Honor. [??] Mr. Scarlett. At that one hearing, that was a separate contract…

Judge: “That Mr. Clark hired you for?”

Mr. Lee: “His attorney needed someone to videotape the evidence, of the ballistics evidence that had been destroyed or lost by the prosecution, and he needed somebody to videotape…”

Judge: “[] hired by Mr. Clark?”

Mr. Lee: “[] was an out-of-court hearing [sic]. I’m sure the other videographers for the [] main stations do independent work every now and then. They…”

Judge: “They better not.”

Mr. Lee: “They also sell videotapes…”

Judge: “They sell [] videotape?”

Mr. Lee: “Through HP Video, and those are often purchased by attorneys.”

Judge: “Well that I agree with. I don’t think they’re independent contractors with defendants though, and if they do I don’t think they’d be allowed to come in.” 

Mr. Lee: “I was not paid…”

Judge: “You weren’t paid?”

Mr. Lee: “I was not allowed in the hearing so I was not paid for that.”

Mr. Newcomb: “At the time we did not have equipment… [] But he didn’t come in. He missed it.” 

Judge: “So it never happened.”

Mr. Newcomb: “Right.”

Judge: “Okay. Alright. Let me explain it this way. [] I want to put it on the record so it’s clear. I see Mr. Clark had a private reporter here today also, so there is a record of it. Rule 30 says it’s in the court’s discretion either way, that legitimate news media may come in [] if they give notice and they [] and Mr. Lee has given notice, several times, and has been here faithfully. I don’t have a definition of what ‘legitimate media’ is. I can make a Press Card [] on a computer, I can make a [business card] such as what you have given me on a computer, I can get on Community Channel, but that don’t make me ‘media’. And so… and the other problem is, if I were to permit Mr. Lee to do this [] in these circumstances, [] by some other regulations, then everybody who wants to come in with a video camera can do that, and make their own cards and do their own thing. I don’t know what the definition of the appellate courts [] or supreme court when they made that [] media. You are not here with an attorney, and you are not represented by [Mr. Newcomb]. They don’t have a dog in your fight. It may very well be that they [mean you are] legitimate media. I don’t know. So, at this juncture, if in fact [] at this juncture I’m not prepared to declare you ‘legitimate media’. I’m not saying I won’t, but I need to clarify that. I don’t know if you know anybody who’s going through this process []? Or if you have an attorney who might be able to help you with it? You’re not a criminal defendant so I can’t help you with an attorney. We need to clarify [the requirements for ] media. Okay? And yo uare welcome anytime in this courtroom. You may report all you want on whatever yo uwant to report on. [] And it’s an open courtroom and you are welcome. But at this point I’m not gonna let you video. But I will tell you that because you made this request, I would like to do further research on it and [] but the time [] are set for trial []. I need to figure out what they meant. They may well have had this [].” 

Mr. Lee: “Your Honor, in my defense I’d say that…”

Judge: “You don’t have a ‘defense’, you’re ‘media’. You’re [] welcome to appeal my ruling.” 

Mr. Lee: “I understand.”

Judge: “And that may be a way for you to [] and I don’t object to that [] newspaper stuff.”

Mr. Lee: “In my defense, Your Honor, apparently I’m the first media to Knox County judicial history, to actually follow the Local Rules, as far as filing an Order with you, and filing a Media request with the Clerk, and doing things by the Local Rules. That carries some weight.”

Judge: “You [], media requests are always required by them, but they do it by Fax modem, and we’ve been doing it that way for all this time, and that follows the Rules. [] I’m not trying to cut out public information with The People. This is just, I’m about to open a can of worms if I do what you’re asking me to do. It’s not just a can of worms for me, but a can of worms for a lot of people.” 

Mr. Lee: “I also add, Your Honor, that this is an international case, [] it’s gotten 10,000s of hits on the internet for this case, and it’s gotten interest through me, with a national live internet court TV service, that cover major cases all over the United States.” 

Judge: “And that may be. Whatever you do with your media [] is not my business. I don’t care. It matters whether I can get a Knox county jury to find Mr. Clark [] and that’s where I am. If you need me to put down a written order…”

Mr. Lee: “I do.”

Judge: “To appeal, I can put down a written order denying your right to, to video. And I’d be glad to do that for you. []”

Mr: Newcomb: “Mr. Clark is hearing impaired, and he has asked that he be allowed to vodeotape.”

Judge: “No sir. Because no individual [] court reporter is the official record [] that he can use privately. That’s just a can of worms I do not wish to open. [] everybody in town videotaping everything. [] I know that tape is correct and that transcript is correct. [] if Mr. Clark is convicted, I have to sign that []. That is my responsibility.”  

The prior hearing regarding a discovery conference, referred to by Mr. Scarlett, that resulted in an impromptu discovery meeting between prosecution and defense outside of court, was regarding the missing evidence of alleged ballistic damage to private property (missing bullets, missing cameras, missing camera housing with alleged bullet holes). Pirate News merely sought to document that evidence for the Court, should the Court order that such evidence is a part of the public record in this case. At that point, the ballistic evidence, or lack thereof, can then be reported by news media, both local and around the world. Police reports claimed recovery of bullets, but those bullets are now missing. Without the camera housing, it is impossible to measure the size of bullet holes to determine caliber of bullet. 

The discovery meeting to inspect equipment was an unscheduled event, and John Lee was “drafted” into the role as “emergency photographer”, since no other photographer was handy, and no other meeting was allowed by the prosecution, who had refused discovery for over one year. This is a similar situation to news photographers recoring a crash scene or crime scene, then that photographic record gets used as exhibits in court by either party, purchsed at a profit from news corporations. H.P. Video charges at least $75.00 per 30-second video of WBIR News broadcasts. That for-profit sale of video or photgraphs does not make news reporters “employees” of the prosecution or defense, despite being a routine occurrance. In the case of State v. Clark, Mr. Lee was barred by the Court from shooting video or taking photographs of that evidence outside of Court. Thus no contract existed, and no compensation was made by Mr. Clark to John Lee services nor retail sale of video from that discovery meeting. Since Mr. Lee never made a video record of that inspection of equipment, issue is a moot argument by Mr. Scarlett. 

Even judges work off-duty in their own private law firms, or at least the 25% of judges who are licensed lawyers and attended law school. The other 75% of judges who are not licensed lawyers (“pro se” de facto “judges”) also work off-duty [CITE TN CASES JELLICO, BANKSTON, WHITELY].

The same day of that evidence inspection conference, Pirate News recorded video at the original Redflex location on Broadway, as maintence crews and contractors removed and destroyed the rest of the remaining evidence of the “replacement” Redflex camera, since Reflex had been reportedly fired for suspected contract fraud and bribery, replaced by Lasercraft contractor (based in England and Communist China). 

Note that WBIR TV and WATE TV also broadcast video of that same exact Redflex equipment, when it was still installed upon a public highway, allegedly with bullet holes in it, and before the alleged “repair”. That news video is now the only evidence that can be used by the prosecution as “proof” of bullet damage in court. If the prosecution pays WBIR or WATE for that video, does that make WBIR and WATE employees of the prosecution, subject to ban from the courtroom? Of course not. 

Note that Redflex employees refuse to appear to testify in the case of State v. Clark, and refuse all discovery requests in this case. According to statements on the record by Mr. Scarlett, Redflex employees are located outside the jurisdiction of this court in the foreign nation of Australia, which is headquarters for Redflex (contrary to the intentional lies by Knoxville News Sentinel, WBIR and WATE). 

[QUOTE REDFLEX.COM]

Note that Knoxville News Sentinel was paid $20-million in Taxpayer Investment Funds (TIF) by City of Knoxville Municipal Corporation, in a single transaction. The late Senator William Proxmire (R-WI) would have called this “legalized bribery” in his Golden Fleece Awards, as payment for propaganda services, especially when covering legal proceedings concerning government employees accused of wrongdoing, as in State v. Clark. WATE News anchorman Gene Patterson was formerly employed as “deputy mayor” by City of Knoxville Municipal Corporation, presumably for propaganda services. This is precisely why public access TV shows like Pirate News are so valuable to the community, as an alternative to corporate gatekeepers (i.e. “Sentinels”), and why Gene Patterson also has his own show on public access TV (with Judge Bill Swann). 

Note that “pirate” in Pirate News refers to investigating pirates who are pirating the wealth of the People of USA (i.e. “news of pirates”). In the case of redlight cameras, over 90% of ticket revenue is exported out of USA to private foreign corporations, like Redflex and Lasercraft, and are not used to fund local government, courts nor police services. The Scarabbean Senior Secret Society at University of Tennessee in Knoxville produces its own newsletter titled, “The Pirate”. Famous Scarabs include bankrupt billionaires (“pirates”) like Chris Whittle and Bill Clayton. Skull & Bones Senior Secret Society at Yale University also uses the skull and crossbones logo (the original “pirate flag”), and its members are often reported on Pirate News TV.

[ID CARD TEXT AND EXHIBIT, HONDA HOOT, LA MUSIC AWARDS]

The hard-plastic PRESS PASS photo I.D. card, worn by John Lee and referred to by Judge Liebowitz, was professionally produced for Pirate News TV by an I.D. card corporation that performs criminal background checks, and mass-produces identification  cards for large corporations and small businesses. There is no government agency nor central private “news” organization that certifies “Press Pass I.D. cards” for journalists inside the United States. Courts, including in Knox County, can issue its own access cards managed by the local sheriff (with zero proof of identity nor photo of the user on the card), for access to locked portions of City County Building and judges chambers per Local Rules, but displaying that card is not mandatory for admission, and is merely a convenience. Pirate News TV was issued similar private I.D. Press Passes for individual events, such as Los Angeles Music Awards and Honda Hoot, without which no video is allowed to be recorded on private/government property. 

All businesses must design and manufacture their own unique identification cards, including all television news stations. Mr. Lee’s spouse also owns her own business that issues its own I.D. cards for identification of employees and contractors to corporate customers. Contrary to business practices of local government and local corporations, neither John Lee nor Mrs. Lee employ illegal aliens with fake I.D. issued by the State of Tennessee. As such, the photo I.D. cards issued by Mr. Lee for Pirate News TV are of superior “security” than any Tennessee “driver license” (i.e. internal passport). The State of Tennessee and county clerks sold over 400,000 “driver certificates” to illegal aliens using fake I.D., at last count, since illegal aliens are not required to have driver licenses. “Driver certificates” have been renamed as “temporary driver licenses” in Tennessee, to comply with the federal Real I.D. Act, a de facto amnesty program for an estimated 50-million illegal aliens currently residing in USA, with immunity from prosecution and deportation.

[BUSINESS CARD TEXT and EXHIBIT]

The business card of Pirate News TV, referred to by Judge Liebowitz, was for updated information, while awaiting “proper” business cards from a corporate printer, since the previous “proper” business cards by Pirate News TV did not contain current contact information. In fact, the business card presented in that hearing has become obsolete, requiring purchase of news cards with an updated phone number.

Rule 30. Media Guidelines. D. Limitations. 

(1) Discretion of Presiding Judge. The presiding judge has the discretion to refuse, limit, terminate, or temporarily suspend, media coverage of an entire case or portions thereof, in order to (i) control the conduct of the proceedings before the court; (ii) maintain decorum and prevent distractions; (iii) guarantee the safety of any party, witness, or juror; and (iv) ensure the fair administration of justice in the pending cause. Such exercise of the presiding judge's discretion shall be made following the procedures established in section D(2). 

 
(2) Evidentiary Hearing. Before denying, limiting, suspending, or terminating media coverage, the presiding judge shall hold an evidentiary hearing, if such a hearing will not delay or disrupt the judicial proceeding. In the event that an evidentiary hearing is not possible, affidavits may be used. The burden of proof shall be on the party seeking limits on media coverage. If there is no opposition to media coverage, the presiding judge may consider matters that are properly the subject of judicial notice. Media requesting coverage shall be allowed to present proof, either at the evidentiary hearing or by affidavit. Any finding that media coverage should be denied, limited, suspended or terminated must be supported by substantial evidence that at least one of the four interests in section D(1) is involved, and that such denial, limitation, suspension, or termination is necessary to adequately reach an accommodation of such interest. The presiding judge shall enter written findings of fact detailing the substantial evidence required to support his or her order. 

At a previous pre-trial hearing in State v. Clark, on May 1, 2009, Judge Liebowitz refused to hold a pre-hearing hearing regarding a motion for media access by Pirate News, and refused to issue a written order of findings of fact and conclusions of law. This denial of due process necessitates filing of this brief and affidavit, as the interest of justice demands it.

Rule 30. Media Guidelines. B. Definitions. 

(2) "Media" means legitimate news gathering and reporting agencies and their representatives whose function is to inform the public, or persons engaged in the preparation of educational films or recordings.

At the conclusion of the pre-hearing hearing on July 1, Judge Mary Beth Liebowitz rendered a verbal order denying media access for video coverage by Pirate News TV, opining that “public access television is not a legitimate news media service” (paraphrase), but granted monopoly media access to WBIR Corporation. This order also prevents Pirate News from providing freelance video to WATE TV News, WVLT TV News or national TV news corporations, which have expressed interest in broadcasting this trial. 

The reason Pirate News is so interested in broadcasting all video of this case is that the Defense has uncovered evidence that Knox County deputy sheriff(s) were shooting Redflex redlight cameras in Knoxville. This is according statements made by Knox County deputies, verified by Defense investigation, revealed to Pirate News in interviews with the Defense. It is a hypothesis of Pirate News that the real reason Redflex was fired by City of Knoxville for suspected “contract fraud and bribery” may be that Redflex got caught hiring Knox County deputies to shoot Redflex cameras, then bill City of Knoxville $75,000 per bullet. That might explain why all ballistics evidence was “disappeared” in the case of State v. Clark, why maintence records for other cameras has apparently not been released in discovery, why all alleged “confessions” and “consent” and “gunshots” were censored by the prosecution via “loss” of all exculpatory audio recordings, and why Mr. Scarlett is so desirous that no video be broadcast of these revelations, as they are testified to in court. 

[WBIR UNDERCOVER AUDIO]

Pirate News TV is the only TV news broadcaster that can ensure such revelations will be seen by the public, since other video photographers, editor and reporters don’t sit through entire court hearings, must leave early to meet deadlines and have a maximum 60 seconds of air time.

PRIOR HISTORY

Pirate News has provided video to WBIR in the past, including a prior murder trial in Judge Liebowitz’s court, State v. Charles Daniel Gray, docket # 56524, decided May 30, 1995. Mr. Gray was convicted of second degree murder. John Lee attended every day of that trial, and provided Press Releases to all local news media corporations. Mr. Lee appeared on WBIR during that trial along with a family member of the victim. As a result, Mr. Lee’s car encountered a bullet hole in its windshield, and the victim’s family member got a “murder contract” put on him, resulting in an FBI Task Force assignment. Mr. Gray had a prior conviction for voluntary manslaughter, where ADA John Gill testified that Mr. Gray was a “hitman for hire”. Four other suspected murders by Mr. Gray were never prosecuted, including two DUI fatalities in his boat. Prior to the indictment for murder, Mr. Lee interviewed all government agents involved in that case, including KPD officers, KPD detectives, KPD police chief, Knox County prosecutors, SAC FBI, SAC DEA and corresponded with the White House. As a result of Mr. Lee’s investigative journalism, the identity of a witness to Mr. Gray’s confession was discovered, and Mr. Lee provided that name to Knox County homicide prosecutor Robert Jolly and FBI. FBI located that witness in Florida, and he became the prosecution’s star witness at trial. ADA Robert Jolly advised that Mr. Gray was a salaried “confidential informant” for the U.S. Drug Enforcement Administration at the time of the murder trial, defended at trial by Leslie Nassios of the public defender office (whose husband Mike Nassios was a homicide prosecutor at that time). As a result of Mr. Lee’s photographic journalism on that case, which was broadcast by WBIR TV, which was seen by the defendant in his jail cell, the defendant Mr. Gray “freaked out”, and began hallucinating that he was “haunted by the ghost” of Sherlene Miller, according to argument in court by Mrs. Nassios, who demanded that Mr. Lee be banned from the courtroom. Judge Liebowitz denied that motion by the defense, and ordered that, “This is the Public’s court, not the Defendant’s court.” The photo in question was of the victim’s tomb, with a double exposure of her living image. This news article and photo are posted on Pirate News websites, titled “How to Catch a U.S. Government Hitman”. ADA Robert Jolly was subsequently fired from the Knox DA’s office, Mr. Gray was released from prison three years before his earliest parole date, and Mr. Gray now makes regular visits inside the Knox DA’s office, according to disgruntled ADAs.

CONCLUSION

If that is indeed the case, this brief is not a Motion to Alter or Amend Judgment, since no judgment has been entered, but is merely a supplemental affidavit and brief in support of the original motion for media access.

If media access is denied to Pirate News, but not denied to other TV news outlets, Pirate News seeks an order for a “media pool” arrangement to record live video from outside the courtroom. 

Besides hosting his own news show on public access TV, John Lee provides freelance video to other local TV news stations and networks. John Lee also hosts his own news radio show with a broadcast heard in Knoxville and East Tennessee. If the verbal order denying media access to Pirate News TV is still in effect on the day of trial(s), Mr. Lee still seeks a motion to alter or amend judgment to allow media access to videotape courtroom proceedings and record audio for broadcast.
